On Tuesday 21st March, we celebrated individual differences amongst our school and community as we recognised ‘World Down Syndrome Day’. Children came to school rocking their odd socks and spoke about the reason behind their odd sock choices in assembly and class. 
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�During the week commencing 27th March, we recognised ‘Autism Acceptance Week’. With approximately 1 in 100 people being diagnosed with autism, we wanted to share important information with our children about the condition that can change the way people see and understand the world around them. Autism Acceptance Week was about celebrating our similarities and differences, and that it is OK that we are all different from one another. 


In the KS1 assembly, we used a Sesame Street clip to introduce autism to the children and in classes they watched the clip ‘Meet Julia’, an autistic character in the series. In the KS2 assembly, we focussed on some well-known autistic individuals to demonstrate to the children that autism is not something that will ever hold you back, in fact, Tom Stoltman has proven that it can help you be the Strongest person in the World!
