We are delighted to provide high-quality early childhood education and care at Lawley
Primary Nursery, ensuring a nurturing and stimulating environment for your child.

Please find below our pricing structure for children aged 3-4 years:

e Half-Day Session (Morning: 9:00 AM - 12:00 PM / Afternoon: 12:00 PM - 3:00
PM): £15 per session

¢ Hourly Rate: £5 per hour (subject to availability)

Government-Funded Education Sessions:
We are pleased to offer both 15-hour and 30-hour government-funded education
sessions per week for eligible children.

¢ 15-hour funding: Covers five sessions of three hours each, available as:
o Morning Session: 9:00 AM-12:00 PM
o Afternoon Session: 12:00 PM - 3:00 PM

e 30-hour funding: Covers five full-day sessions, available as:

¢ Monday to Friday: 9:00 AM - 3:00 PM

Each funded session includes a healthy snack and drink, ensuring children stay
nourished and refreshed while they learn and play.

Eligibility & Availability:

All 4-year-olds and all 3-year-olds are eligible for government funding starting from the
term after their third birthday. This means your child can access free early education
at Lawley Primary Nursery as soon as they qualify. While we strive to accommodate
family schedules, we cannot guarantee availability for specific days or times.
However, we will do our best to meet the needs of families where possible.

Breakfast and Afterschool Club:
To support busy schedules, we offer wraparound care bookable via parent pay:

e Breakfast Club (8:00 AM -9:00 AM): £5.00
e Afterschool Club (until 6:00 PM): £5.00 per hour

Breakfast Club provides children with a calm and enjoyable start to the day, including
the option of a nutritious breakfast before their nursery session. Our Afterschool Club
offers engaging activities in a safe and nurturing environment until collection time. Both
sessions include a healthy shack and drink to keep children energised throughout
their time with us.

Lunchtime Arrangements:

During lunchtime, children have the option to either bring a packed lunch from home or
purchase a hot meal from the school. Our hot meals are freshly prepared and caterto a
range of dietary requirements. Hot lunches must be paid for via ParentPay and cost
£2.90. Please let us know if your child has any specific dietary needs.

Consumables:
Please note that it is the responsibility of parents/carers to provide the following

essential items for their child while attending nursery:
e Nappies and wipes

e Sun cream (during warmer months)
¢ Any other personal care items your child may require

These items should be clearly labelled with your child’s name and brought in daily or as
needed. The nursery is unable to supply these consumables, so ensuring your child has
everything they need will help us provide the best care and comfort.

Additional Voluntary Services:
From time to time, the nursery may offer additional activities or experiences, such as
trips, special events, or enrichment sessions. These are optional and will be
communicated to parents in advance. Please note:

e Participation in these activities may incur an ad hoc charge.

e All payments for these services will be processed via ParentPay.

Late Collection Charge:

We kindly ask that all children are collected on time at the end of their booked sessions.
A late collection charge of £5.00 per 15 minutes (or part thereof) will be applied if
children are collected later than the agreed pick-up time.

Annual Fee Review:
Please note that our nursery fees are subject to an annual review. Any adjustments to



the pricing structure will be communicated to parents in advance to ensure
transparency and provide ample time for planning.
