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Homework


Children will be given half termly English and maths activities which the children can complete throughout the half term. These challenges are based around the work in school each week. The work will be put on to Showbie at the beginning of the new half term and they can be accessed through any device. Any completed homework is to be handed in at the end of each half term. 


Reading

Children need to have an adult comment in their new on-line reading diary in Showbie at least once a week. They should be aiming to read at least three times per week, in order to keep making good progress with their reading and instil a love of books.

about...


Our themes this term are ‘Our adventures’ and ‘Our healthy bodies’
